Planned Giving is Stewardship with a long-range view.

In 2009, the TPF distributed $12.8 million
of income and $40.2 million of investment
gains and principal to churches and in-
stitutions to further their missions. Also,
more than $3.6 million was distributed to
individuals from charitable life income
gifts that will eventually benefit various
charitable causes, mainly Presbyterian
churches and institutions.

The TPF was established in 1925 by the
then Synod of Texas in the then Presbyte-
rian Church, U.S. It was envisioned as a
“holding corporation for the receipt and
administration of funds and property en-
trusted to it by the Synod, according to
the will of donors.”

For almost 30 years the TPF was
mostly dormant, but its vision was re-
kindled in the early 1950s when staff was
hired and significant gifts were made that
enabled TPF to become a viable entity.

Its clients were the six institutions that
depended on the Synod for funding: Aus-
tin College, Austin Presbyterian Theologi-
cal Seminary, Presbyterian Children’s
Homes (Itasca), Presbyterian Pan Ameri-
can School, Presbyterian Mo-Ranch
Assembly and Schreiner University.

TPF’s purpose was to provide these in-
stitutions the resources they needed both
in the area of planned giving to build
endowments, and investment services for
funds already held. Other institutions
now served are Goodland Academy, Lyon
College, Trinity University, University of
the Ozarks, Evergreen Presbyterian Min-
istries, University of Tulsa and Vera Lloyd
Presbyterian Home and Family Services.

In the early 1980s, TPF broadened its
client base, offering services to any Pres-
byterian entity within the Synod: congre-
gations, retirement homes, hospitals and
Presbyteries.

The mission of the Texas
Presbyterian Foundation
is to serve Jesus Christ
by supporting the long-
term funding and
investment needs of
congregations, church-
related institutions and
agencies, and by educat-
ing, encouraging and
enabling individuals to
carry out Christian
philanthropy.
